Decluttering Before S/owings

Buyers need to picture themselves in your home. That only works when the
clutter is gone. Here is where to start.

% The rooms to tackle first

Kitchen counters: clear everything except one or two small items
Bathrooms: remove all personal products, leave one towel and soap
Entryway: shoes, coats, and bags all need to disappear

Kids rooms: reduce toys by at least half

Closets: half-full closets look bigger and make buyers feel better about
storage

¥ The Three-Box Method

- KEEP (moves with you)
- DONATE (schedule a pickup now, not later)

- TRASH (fill that bin guilt-free)

Utilities transferred or cancelled
USPS mail forwarding set up
HOA notified of move date

All keys and fobs accounted for

Security system
deactivated/transferred

Mailbox keys left at property

Warranties and manuals left for
buyer

Final walkthrough photos taken

All personal items removed from garage, shed, and outbuildings

Driveway and walkways cleared

Nothing left in crawl space or attic unless agreed upon
