Decluttering Before S/owings

Buyers need to picture themselves in your home. That only works when the
clutter is gone.

% The rooms to tackle first

- Kitchen counters: clear everything except one or two small items

-> Bathrooms: remove all personal products, leave one towel and soap
- Entryway: shoes, coats, and bags all need to disappear

- Kids rooms: reduce toys by at least half

- Closets: half-full closets look bigger and make buyers feel better about
storage

What to Pack First

You can start packing weeks before your move date without disrupting daily

life. Here is the sequence that works.

Extra linens and towels (keep
one set per person out)

Artwork and wall hangings

Collections, knick-knacks,
memorabilia

Spare kitchen gadgets

Files and paperwork not needed
before closing

Sporting equipment not in
season

Guest room items

Leave these out until
moving day
One set of dishes, cups, and
silverware per person
Basic cooking supplies
Toiletries and daily medications

Cleaning supplies (needed for
move-out)

Phone chargers and a basic tool

Important documents (keep with

you, not on the truck)

A change of clothes per family
member

Label every box on the TOP and SIDE with the room and what is inside. Not just "kitchen.”
Write “Kitchen - pots and pans” or "Master closet - winter clothes.” Your future self will thank
you. So will your movers.
