SECTION 1

Decluttering Before Showings

Buyers need to picture themselves in your home. That only works when the clutter is
gone. Here is where to start.

% The rooms to tackle first

Kitchen counters: clear everything except one or two small items
Bathrooms: remove all personal products, leave one towel and soap
Entryway: shoes, coats, and bags all need to disappear

Kids rooms: reduce toys by at least half

Closets: half-full closets look bigger and make buyers feel better about storage

¥ The Three-Box Method

- KEEP (moves with you)
- DONATE (schedule a pickup now, not later)

- TRASH (fill that bin guilt-free)

What to Pack First

You can start packing weeks before your move date without disrupting daily life. Here
is the sequence that works.
